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This standard forms one of a series prepared by the Standards Association of Australia at the request
of Departments of the Commonwealth Government for use in relation to the supply of materials required
for defence purposes. In appropriate cases these specifications will be reviewed for inclusion in the
normal series of Australian Standards.

1. Material. All washers shall be made from an approved corrosion-resisting steel.

2. Manufacture. If required by the process of manufacture, the washers may have a split in
a radial direction, but without any gap.

3. Dimensions. All washers shall be in accordance with the dimensions and tolerances
given in Table I.
